What could I do with………………..Mathematics?

Mathematics is part of the national curriculum and you will have to continue with this subject. Even if you are not interested in this subject you will almost always need GCSE at a grade C or above if you intend to go onto Higher Education Courses. There are three different levels at GCSE and the one you take will depend on your aptitude. Almost everyone uses basic arithmetic in their daily lives, but very few people study mathematics to a high level.
If you have a particular interest in mathematics and an ability for the subject, you may want to continue your study beyond GCSE. If you like the idea of working with figures, you may be interested in looking at careers where you could make use of this. You should check all University entry requirements if you have a career in mind.

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2. Allowing things to happen to you, waiting to see what others do first, or letting other people make decisions for you.

3. Considering what the choices are and the results of those choices and deciding on the best course of action yourself.
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Some decisions are more complicated than simply choosing between one thing and another.

Do You Make Your Own Decisions?

This aims to find out how self-reliant or assertive you are. (A self-reliant person is someone who is able to make his or her own decisions and does not depend too much on other people. An assertive person is someone who is able to state clearly what s/he would like to happen)
