	Religious texts as sources of authority
	Half term Autumn, three lessons per two weeks. SLA to teach.
Lesson 1

Introduction to class expectations. Review of the course completed so far, with specific reference to paper 2 and the topics to be studies.

One book exercise: BIG question: How far are written texts sources of authority in our lives? Individual reflection, shared in small groups and the class. Aim: for students to understand how texts are both relevant in our lives but also to recognise how this has changed for many people.

Prep: research the names of the Holy Books for the 6 major world religions.

Lesson 2: Use the prep. Making sure all have completed the work. Quick quiz on major world religions: brainstorm what they already know about them, compare use referring to ONE BOOK exercise. Powerpoint available. Islam and Jewish artefacts for reading scripture available to aid discussion. Task: the bible as a bookcase. Create a diagram that illustrates this, dividing the bookcase into key areas e.g. Old/New testament, History, poetry, music, philosophy, e.tc. 
Lesson 3: The Bible, an introduction. Starter: The Bible Quiz: on Request. A short interactive quiz to test how much students already know about the Bible.
Downloaded are five lesson plans with resource sheets for key areas of study,

Continue using activities from Request lesson 1 : 2 minute exercise, group work looking up what the Bible says about itself. Prep. Learn key words, Gospels, New/Old Testament, apocrypha, Prophet, revelation, e.t.c.

Lesson 4 and 5: Starter: crossword using key words or quick test to check learning. 

Use Request lesson two, Whats in the Bible? This involves a board game so some preparation is required. Lesson plan, board game, tokens and instructions printed out and e mailable.

Lesson 5 and 6: Is the Bible reliable? Request lesson 5 lesson plan and resources. Take time to consolidate discussions from different points on view on evidence put forward in the lesson plan. Aim to complete a comparison sheet of all the arguments and assess their strengths and weaknesses. E.G.Prep: How reliable is the Bible? In your answer consider arguments from different points of view and assess their strengths and weaknesses.
Lesson 7 and 8: interpreting the Bible: Fundamentalist, conservative and Liberal interpretations. Powerpoint introduction. Group exercise using green ‘Christianity’ book giving three examples of Bible stories and their three interpretations. Students to apply this to another story as an individual prep/class task.

Lesson 9: Using the Bible: public and private prayer. Request lesson plan 3 and resource gives a lesson on how Christians apply the Bible in everyday. Also film clips available online. Set revision as Prep. reminding lap top users to bring their normal exam. Kit with them.
Lesson 10: End of topic test using GCSE style questions. Timed in class. Mark and feedback.
